All entrants must be able to participate in promotional appearances before and during the 2010 Tamworth 	
Country Music Festival (a full list of Queen events & activities and the Code of Quest Conduct will be 
listed in the Country Energy Queen of Country Music Entrants Information kit which will be available in 
early December).

If you become the 2010 Country Energy Queen or Princess of Country Music,  you are required to 	
be an ambassador and must reside in the Tamworth region for the next 12 months.  Your duties will 
include attending special events and functions in your own time, public speaking engagements and to 
be a chaparone for the 2011 Tamworth Country Music Festival for the festival period.

A previous Quest entrant may enter the Quest twice, but they must not have been a place-getter 
